Skybound, LP filed applications to change the place of use and add stockwatering as a beneficial use
for all of the above-referenced water right files other than Water Right No.21391. The Division received
the change applications on January [#], 2024 and determined that a portion of the proposed place of use
for stockwatering was already authorized for irrigation; namely, those water rights with a place of use in
Section 18 of Township 25, Range 17W. [The owners changed the irrigated place of use for the
corresponding water right files (17728, 17729, 22824) to other locations.]

The change applications are for the operation of a dairy and use the referenced files as dual use for
irrigation and stockwatering. The requested changes in points of diversion are to existing points of
diversion.

The water rights comply with K.S.A.82a-718 and K.S.A. 82a-732. The applications comply with K.AR
5-5-2aand K.S.A. 82a-1906, as notices were sent to well owners within one-half (}2) mile of the points of
diversion referenced in the change applications other than those for wells owned by the current owners.

Seventeen (17) of the waterright files are presently authorized to divert up to 2,933 acre-feet per year
(AFY) forirrigation use on 2089 acres in Edwards County, while one file is presently authorized to divert up
to 50.422 AFY for stockwater use. [Other particulars] The requested changes in beneficial use made of
water is for dual use as allowed by K.A.R. 5-5-9 (Criteria for the approval of an application for a change in
the use made of water from irrigation- to any other type of beneficial use of water). K.A.R. 5-5-9 affords
83.4% of allocated irrigation water to be used for another use, a limitation that would permit total
diversions under the above-referenced water rights to a 2,496.54 AFY for stockwater use.

The proposed added stockwatering uses are for a new dairy to be located in Section 18, Township 25,
Range 17 West, Edwards County, with a herd size of approximately 25,200 head.

The submitted Stockwater Use SupplementalSheet, separately listed 20,000 cows, 5,000 heifers, and
200 calves, with a total of [###.##] AFY, equating to an average of 30.6 gallons per head per day for
drinking. water. Thesummary listed [###.##] AFY (##.4 million gallons) peryearfor sanitation and cooling,
equating to approximately ##.# gallons per head per day at maximum capacity. K.A.R 5-3-22 (Maximum
reasonable quantity of water for livestock and poultry) allows 35 gallons per head per day or ###.## million
gallons (####.## AFY) at the proposed maximum capacity for drinking. The regulation further allows 100
gallons per head per day in confined building capacity equating to #### million gallons (##H##AFY). A total
of #,###.## million gallons per year (###.## AFY) for this type of stockwatering operation is allowed per
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File Nos. 17725, 17726, 17727,17728,17729, 17730, 17731, 17732, 20113, 20114, 21391, 22822,
22823,22824, 30254, 30698, 30699, 30700

K.A.R. 5-3-22. Dual stockwatering use permits under the referenced files will supply a limited additional
HiH ## mgy (HH#.HAFY) to be added to the ###.# mgy (###.4# AF) a total of #it# #it mgy (#it##.# AFY) for
stockwatering use.

The owner has requested to utilize effluent as supplemental irrigation to maintain the currently
authorized irrigated place of use. As a portion of the stockwatering use will be utilized for cooling
and sanitation the request appears to be justified, approximately 672.086 AFY will be available as
wastewater, resulting in only a ##% reduction in water available for irrigation. The 1421.21 AFY
available results in an overall irrigation ratio of 0.##AF per acre, only slightly less than the current
ratio of 0.## represented by the 17 water rights presently listing only irrigation as a beneficial use.

The authorized wells have been designated undifferentiated Kansan/Nebraskan (Code 180). The
changes in place of use will not alter the local source of supply; additionally it appears the change in
point of diversion complies with K.A.R. 5-25-2 (Well Spacing) and 5-25-4 (Sustainable Yield). The WRIS
database indicates the nearest nondomestic well is [##] feet away. There are a limited number of
domestic wells in the area.

In a letter dated [##], 2024, copies of the applications were sent to the Manager of Big Bend
Groundwater Management District No. 5 (GMD5) along with a request for a recommendation concerning
approval of the applications. In a letter dated [##], 2024, GMDS indicated the proposalis not in conflict
with their management plan and recommended approval of the applications.

Jeff Lanterman, Water Commissioner of the Stafford Field Office, indicated that he is not opposed to
approval of the applications per correspondence dated [##], 2024.

Water flowmeters are required for each use at the point of diversions authorized both irrigation and
stockwatering use. Check valves are required if any chemical or foreign substanceis injected into the water
through the diversion works. A notice of completion will be required for the requested change in point of
diversion for File No[s]. [##]. The transmittal letter should also include the well plugging wording for File
No. [##]. Term permit File No. 20239083 to overlap the point of diversion with File No[s]. (17728, 17729,
22824), is underway.

A condition of the approvals will be the requirement of flow meters pursuantto K.S.A. 82a-706cand
K.A.R. 5-25-5. A check valve will be required if there will be any chemigation, but would be prudent for
this type of stockwatering facility that will water dairy cattle.

Based on the above discussion, that the changes are reasonable, consumptive use will not increase, -
impairment of existing water rights is unlikely, and that no change in the local source of supply will occur,
it is recommended that the referenced applications for change be approved.
